Application for Dumpster / Container Permit 

 
In accordance with Chapter 77 – Dumpsters and Containers, of the Borough Code, as set forth in  
Local Ordinance 15-19 adopted October 27, 2015, the following are some, but not all regulations 

That shall apply to every Dumpster or Container Permit issued by the Borough. 
 

1. Permits required for all Dumpsters or Containers. Permits valid for 14 days from day of issue and may be renewed a 
maximum of three (3) times (56 days).   

2. All dumpsters or containers must be placed off street unless deemed unfeasible by the Code Enforcement Officer or Chief 
of Police. 

3. A fee of $25.00 is required for any on street dumpster permit and subsequent renewal. 
4. Dumpsters must be removed from the roadway in the event of a snow emergency. 
5. The Borough assumes no liability for any damage to public roadway caused by placement of a Dumpster or Container.   
        Any repair required will be the applicant’s responsibility.
